This Week in the Church Year

For many centuries, across the entire Church, both East and West, the Holy Gospel for
the Second Sunday of Easter has been the appearance of the resurrected Christ to His
Apostles—on the evening of the first Easter Sunday, when Thomas was not present, and
then again on the Eighth Day of Easter, when He brought Thomas from his doubts and
unbelief to faith and confidence in Him. We note especially the means of grace in this
Gospel: the holy wounds of Christ, which are opened to usin His Body and Blood in the
Holy Communion, and His Word of Holy Absolution in the Office of the Keys.
