The Feast of the Holy Apostles, St. Peter and St. Paul Monday, 29 June

The Feast of . Peter & S. Paul is probably the oldest of the saints’ observances (dating
from about the middle of the third century). An early Tradition held that these two pillars of the
New Testament Church were martyred on the same day in Rome during the persecution under
Nero. In addition to this joint commemoration of their deaths, both Apostles are commemorated
separately: Peter on January 18 for his confession of Jesus asthe Christ (Matthew 16:13-16), and
Paul on January 25 for hisconversion (Acts 9:1-19). The New Testament tells us much about both
Apostles. Peter was with Jesus from the beginning of His ministry and served as a leader among
the disciples. Despite his steadfast faith, Scripture also records some of his failures, such as his
rebuke of Jesus (Matthew 16:21-23) and his threefold denial of his Lord (26:69-75). Following
Jesus Ascension, Peter continued as a leader in the Church (Acts 1:15; 2:14; 15:7). Paul, a
devout Jew who had been named Saul, enters the scene as a persecutor of the Church. Following
his miraculous conversion, in which the risen Christ Himself appeared to him, Paul began as a
powerful preacher of the grace of God. During histhree missionary journeys (Acts 13-14, 16-18,
18-21) Paul traveled throughout modern-day Turkey and Greece. The New Testament account
of hislife ends with Paul under house arrest in Rome (28:16), although Tradition holds that he
went on to Spain before returning to Rome.

Let each hislesson learn with care, and all the household well shall fare.

Ezekid 2:1-5: The Prophet Ezekiel is sent by the Lord to speak an unpopular
Word to Hisrebellious people, Israel. HisLaw shall be proclaimed, in order to
call them to repentance, that they might hear and receive His Gospel in faith.
Whether they listen or not, it is the Lord’s own Word that is so preached.

2 Corinthians 12:1-10: S. Paul proclaims the theology of the Cross, wherein
the power of God is made perfect in weakness. Accordingly, the Apostle does
not boast in the greatness of the revelations given to him, but rather in his suf-
fering for the sake of the Gospel. For the Cross that was laid upon him—his
thorn in the flesh—actually resounds to the glory of God in Christ, because it
belongs to the very preaching of the Cross to which . Paul was called.

St. Mark 6:1-13: Inthe footsteps of the Prophets before Him, and preceding the
holy Apostles who will follow in His train, the Lord Jesus comes preaching the
Word of the Law and the Gospel and bestowing the very life and health that He
will obtain by His Cross and Resurrection. The regjection that He suffers from
many of His own people anticipates the Cross and His Passion unto death—
which is paradoxically the way and means of His Victory and great Salvation.

Commemor ation of St. Irenaeus of Lyons, Pastor Sunday, 28 June

Irenaeus(ca. A.D. 130-200), a native of Smyrna (modern |zmir, Turkey), studied in Rome and
became a pastor in Lyons, France. Around 177, while Irenaeus was away from Lyons, a fierce
persecution of Christians led to the martyrdom of his bishop. Upon Irenaeus’ return, he became
the new bishop of Lyons. Among his most famous writings is a work condemning heresies, es-
pecially Gnosticism, which denied the goodness of creation. In opposition, Irenaeus confessed that
God has redeemed his creation through the incarnation of the Son. Irenaeus also affirmed the
teachings of the Scriptures handed down to and through him as being normative for the Church.

Indeed, therewould be no Christian Church or Ministry, and
we would not know the Lord Jesus, if not for the Word of His holy Apostles.
