This Week in the Church Year

The Lord God Almighty is the Maker of the heavens and the earth, who ever rules and
provides for His creatures. Although all of creation suffers under the curse and con-
sequence of sin (a curse He has laid upon it in the hope of redemption), the Lord still
orders creation according to His good and gracious will for the benefit of His Holy
Christian Church. What is more, the creation has been redeemed and sanctified by the
Incarnation (the becoming flesh) and the bodily Resurrection of the Son of God, Jesus
Christ; and creation istaken up by the Word of God to serve asthe vehicle of Hisgrace,
aswater, bread and wine are used to bestow His forgiveness of sins, life and salvation.

The Catechism: Christian Questions & Answers

After Individual Confession and instruction in the Ten Commandments, the Creed, the
Lord’sPrayer, and the Sacraments of Baptismand the Holy Supper, the Pastor may ask,
or Christians may ask themselves these questions:



9. What has Christ done for you that you trust in Him?
Hedied for me and shed His blood for me on the Crossfor the forgiveness of sins.
10. Did the Father also die for you?

Hedid not. The Father isGod only, asisthe Holy Spirit; but the Son is both
true God and true Man. Hedied for me and shed His blood for me.

11. How do you know this?

From the Holy Gospel, from the Wordsinstituting the Sacrament, and by His
body and blood given me as a pledge in the Sacrament.

12. What are the Words of Institution?

Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was betrayed, took bread,
and when He had given thanks, He broke it and gaveit to the disciples and said:
‘Take, eat; thisisMy Body, which isgiven for you. Thisdoin remembranceof Me’

In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and when He had given
thanks, He gave it to them, saying: ‘Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the New
Testament in My Blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness of sins. Thisdo,
as often asyou drink it, in remembrance of Me.’

13. Do you believe, then, that the true body and blood of Christ are in the Sacrament?
Yes, | believeit.
14. What convinces you to believe this?

TheWord of Christ: ‘Take, eat, thisisMy Body.’
‘Drink of it, all of you, thisisMy Blood.’

15. What should we do when we eat His body and drink His blood, and in this way
receive His pledge?

We should remember and proclaim His death and the shedding of His blood,
asHetaught us: ‘Thisdo, as often asyou drink it, in remembrance of Me!’

Note: These questions and answers are no child’'s play, but are drawn up with great
earnestness of purpose by the venerable and pious Dr. Luther for both young and old.
Let each one take heed and likewise consider it a serious matter; for Saint Paul writes
to the Galatians in chapter six: ‘Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked.’

Commemoration of Johann Sebastian Bach, Kantor Tuesday, 28 July

Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750) is acknowledged as one of the most gifted of all
composers past and present in the entire western world. Orphaned at the age of ten, Bach was
mostly self-taught in music. His professional life asconductor, performer, composer, teacher, and
organ consultant began at the age of 19 in the town of Arnstadt and ended in Leipzig, where for
the last 27 years of his life he was responsible for all the music in the city’'s four Lutheran
churches. In addition to his being a superb keyboard artist, the genius and bulk of Bach’s vocal
and instrumental compositionsremain overwhelming. A devout Lutheran, heisespecially honored
in Christendom for hislifelong insistence that his music was written primarily for the liturgical
life of the church to glorify God and edify his people.

Commemoration of Mary, Martha, and L azarus of Bethany Wednesday, 29 July

Mary, Martha, and Lazar us of Bethany wer e disciples with whom Jesus had a special bond
of love and friendship. John's Gospel records that “ Jesus loved Martha and her sister and
Lazarus’ (John 11:15). On one occasion Martha welcomed Jesus into their home for a meal.
While she did all thework, Mary sat at Jesus’ feet listening to His Word and was commended by
Jesus for choosing the “ good portion which will not be taken away from her” (Luke 10:38-42).
Whentheir brother Lazarus had died and was buried, Jesus spoke to Martha this beautiful Gospel



promise: “ | amthe Resurrection and the Life. Whoever believesin me, though he die, yet shall he
live” (John 11:25-27). Ironically, when Jesus raised Lazarus from the dead, the Jews became
more determined than ever to kill Jesus (John 11:39-54). Sx days before Jesus was crucified,
Mary anointed His feet with an expensive fragrant oil and wiped themwith her hair, not knowing
at thetimethat shewasdoingit in preparation for Jesus' burial (John 12: 1-8; Matthew 26:6-13).

Commemoration of St. Joseph of Arimathea Friday, 31 July

This Joseph, mentioned in all four Gospels, came fromthe small village of Arimathea in the
hill country of Judea. He was a respected member of the Sanhedrin, the Jewish religious council
in Jerusalem. He was presumably wealthy, since he owned his own unused tomb in a garden not
far from the site of Jesus' crucifixion (Matt. 27:60). Joseph, a man waiting expectantly for the
Kingdom of God, went to Pontius Pilate after the death of Jesus and asked for the Lord’s body
(Mark 15:43). Along with Nicodemus, it was Joseph who removed the body and placed it in the
tomb (John 19:39). Their public devotion contrasted greatly to the fearfulness of the discipleswho
had abandoned Jesus.

Let each hislesson learn with care, and all the household well shall fare.
